December Mission Emphasis – Christmas Milk 
     Our December Mission Emphasis is the Pura Vida “Christmas Milk” program in Guatemala.  Donations will be used to provide milk to the rural village of Lemoa, Guatemala.  A 2.5-kg canister of premium dehydrated whole milk can be purchased and delivered for only $12.50.  That will make five gallons of 4% milk, which will provide months of vital nutrition to chronically malnourished children.  Ordinary milk is not commonly available in the area, due to the lack of refrigeration and the poor health of the local cattle.  In Latin America, Christmas is celebrated until Epiphany in January, and the milk will be delivered then.

     Pura Vida Ministries has been working in the Guatemalan high country since 2002.  The mission of Pura Vida is to facilitate the sharing of resources with a small number of communities in Guatemala in a meaningful, respectful, and long-term way.  Their primary focus is providing educational opportunities for children in rural villages through scholarships, tutoring, and support of local schools.

     Rev. Kim went on a Pura Vida mission trip in 2004, and she is planning to go again in 2020.  That mission trip will be July 17-26, and the work will focus on English-language instruction to the children in the John Wesley School.  Would you like to go too?
