January Mission Emphasis – Mission Shares 

     This month, our Mission Emphasis is our denominational Mission Shares, which is our congregation’s first missional priority every year.  Mission Shares goes toward our cooperative ministries with other United Methodist churches.  By pooling our resources, we are able to carry out our United Methodist mission of “making disciples of Jesus Christ for the transformation of the world” right here in the Utah-Western Colorado District, in the Mountain Sky Conference, in the Western Jurisdiction, and around the globe. 


     At the general church level, our contributions go into several funds:  World Service (mission and ministry programs), Ministerial Education (seminaries and clergy continuing education), Episcopal (supporting our bishops), Black College (the UM historically-black colleges), General Administration (finance, trustees, legal, and general conference), Africa University (UM training), and Interdenominational Cooperation (with other churches).  

     Our 2020 budget for Mission Shares is approximately $28,000.  Your loose change and designated gifts in the offering plate (or Mission Box) this month will help us reach that goal.
